CAMPING NECESSITIES

(Use this as a packing list for weekend camp-outs)

Scout should write his name on everything he brings.

_____Official Class A uniform*  (wear it to travel to & from camp)

_____Two or three activity shirts (Scout-related or plain T-shirts)

_____One pair of shorts with pockets and belt loops, preferably dark green

_____One pair of long pants with pockets & belt loops, preferably dark green, or one pair 

           of zip-off leg pants will serve as both of these.

_____3 pairs socks

_____2 pair underwear

_____Toiletries [comb, toothbrush & paste, wipes, deodorant, hand sanitizer] 

           [Boys will generally not be showering on weekend outings]

_____Sweatshirt, preferably a hoodie

_____Raingear or rain poncho

_____ Slip-on shoes for quick trips out of tent  (water shoes work well)

_____Extra pair of shoes if weather is likely to be wet or muddy

_____Pajamas or a T-shirt & shorts to sleep in

_____Swim suit if needed for weekend activities

_____Knit stocking cap if weather will dip below 50 degrees @ night

_____Jacket if needed

_____Sleeping bag  (if weather will be below 40 degrees, add liner)

_____Fleece sleeping bag liner

_____Small pillow  (Camping pillows are available)

_____Sleeping pad, foam or self-inflating, no egg crate or inflatables

_____Knit hat & gloves from October-April, ALWAYS, just in case

_____Water bottle

_____Flashlight or head lamp

_____Book to read at night, if desired

_____Lantern for tent

_____Personal first-aid kit

_____Camp chair

_____Mess kit (plate, bowl, cup, glass & flatware, plastic or metal)

_____Insect repellant  (May-October)   NO AEROSOLS!

_____Sunscreen  (May-September)

*Class A uniform = tan shirt, dark green pants or shorts, Scout belt, Scout socks if you have them, and either hiking shoes/boots or tennis shoes.

Monthly weekend tent camping:  Boys will sleep in Troop-provided 2 or 3 man tents set up in a campsite.  Tents will have ground cloths and rain flies.  Patrols will cook their own meals using equipment provided in their Patrol Box.   Meals will be planned by the patrol in the meetings leading up to the camp-out.  He will need a mess kit.   Cost of food will be part of fees for weekend.  Gear can be carried in a backpack or a duffel bag.
